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Downloading through Overdrive:

1) make sure that Adobe Digital Editions (ADE) is downloaded to your computer that syncs with the nook.  Make sure nook is authorized under the same ADE id (email address) as the computer.

2) find ebook at library and check it out.

3) download it (should auto open with Adobe Digital Editions)

4) It should play fine on the pc with ADE open.

5) connect the Nook.

6) ADE recognizes the Nook as a device and you can click on the Nook in the library bookshelf and see what is on there.

7) go back to 'borrowed' in ADE and drag the downloaded book to the word Nook on the left screen.  You can see the book in the Nook.

8)  NOTE - this simply seems to store the book in the Nook's Digital Editions (DE) folder.  This is only step 1.  If you disconnect the nook and try to read it, you will not see it in your library listings on the Nook.

9) While connected to the pc, you must go to my computer, find the nook, go to its DE folder.  LEAVE THE pdf or epub file IN THAT FOLDER.  BUT you must copy it and paste it to the Nook's My Documents, or My Books folder.

If you copy to My Documents but don't also leave it in the DE folder, you can see the book on the Nook but you get an authorized read error and you can't access.

10) With Overdrive book in 2 places on the Nook (DE and My Documents/My Books folders), close ADE software and disconnect your Nook from PC.

11) On Nook, click My Library.  If the book is in the My Books folder it will show up on your bookshelf, otherwise click View My Documents.  It will refresh and the Overdrive title appears.  Now you can read the book.

This worked with Overdrive epub and the Overdrive non-epub (PDF) books.

So basically it is a 2 step process once you have it checked out / downloaded from the Library.  You have to validate the digital rights (dragging it via ADE software to the Nook) - this puts a copy in the DE folder on the Nook.  Then you have to make a copy of the book and paste it into the Nook's My Documents or My Books.

Gutenberg Project downloading instructions.

1.  Go to Gutenberg.org and find a book you want.
2.  Download it and select epub format.
3.  After it's downloaded to your computer, save the file, remembering the title number.
4.  Connect your nook (close auto-play if it's open - you don't need it)
5.  On your PC, go to My Computer, My Downloads and find the title number.
6.  Right click on the title and copy it.
7.  Still on your PC, go to My computer, Media drive and that will be your Nook.
8.  On your Nook, find My Files, My Documents or My Books, and paste the title in there.  You can rename it here so that you know what the title is - not just a number.  

9.  Right click on that title and copy it.
10. Go back to your Nook, Books, and right click and paste the title in there too.
11.  Close everything down on your pc, clearing your list of downloads if you want.  You don't need it anymore.
12.  Disconnect your Nook safely by clicking on the hardware icon down in the bottom right corner.
13.  On your nook, find your new title by opening up the Library, My Files, My Documents or My Books, My Books.  The title should also automatically be in your Library Bookshelf with the proper title/author info.

There is a known bug.
Sometimes Adobe Digital Editions will have trouble "seeing" a brand new nook

1. plug the nook and browsing the nook folder through "my computer" delete the folder ".adobe-digital-editions". (Make sure backup files to your computer first).
 2. Remove the nook from the computer.
 3. Open Adobe Digital Editions
 4. Plug the Nook to the computer
 5. The ADE will recognize the Nook and the Nook icon displays in ADE
 6. Authorize the Nook.
 7. You can transfer books now!
